Club Standards

1. Clubbers should hang up their coats, deposit handbooks and Bibles in their classrooms, then report directly to the gym.  Club starts promptly at 6:45 pm and ends at 8:15 pm.

2. Respectful language always is expected before, during and after club.

3. Care and respect should be shown for church property.

4. Pushing, shoving and roughhousing are not allowed.

5. Running is allowed only on the Game Square during certain games.

6. Chewing gum, phones, CD players, and other personal items should be left at home and not brought to club.

7. Uniforms and handbooks are given to clubbers who have completed their entrance booklet.  Upon receiving the uniforms, the clubber should wear it to every regular AWANA meeting.  Replacement uniforms and handbooks are available for a fee.

8. Awards are presented only to clubbers who have uniforms.

9. A maximum of two helps per Handbook section is allowed.

10. Address AWANA workers respectfully – Mr., Mrs., or Miss.

11. Commanders and directors utilize the “three-count” for individuals not following club behavior standards.  If a clubber receives three warnings in one meeting, he or she will be sent home for the night.

12. Game Time is a privilege.  In cases of extreme disorderliness, Game Time may be revoked for a night by the commander or director.

13. When church transportation is provided, riders must be respectful and orderly.  If a problem arises, a warning is given.  If a second warning is needed, riders will lose privileges at club.  If there are persistent problems, parents will be contacted to arrange transportation for their children.
